Life is filled with moments that seem ordinary, 
yet God often uses those very moments to accomplish His extraordinary purposes. 

What appears to be a coincidence is often providence— 
a divine appointment orchestrated by God to reveal His grace, 

advance His kingdom, and transform lives. 
 

In John 4–5, we will encounter three divine appointments 
where Jesus meets people at critical moments in their lives: 

Divine Appointment in Personal Comfort (John 4:1–42) 
Divine Appointment in Physical Crisis (John 4:43–54) 

Divine Appointment in Prolonged Suffering (John 5:1–17)
