Who Jesus Really Is: Jesus is the Eternal God (Part 2) 
John 1:14-18 (page 833 of the pew Bible) | Dr Alfonse Javed 

 

So far in our series, “Who Jesus Really Is,” we have discovered that 
He is the Eternal Word (John 1:1-5) and the Eternal Light (John 1:6-13). 

 

As we come to the end of the prologue of the gospel of John, 
John 1:14-18 tells us that Jesus is the Eternal God who chose to become man.  

 

John 1:14-18 shows us that the Word took on flesh so that: 
 
1. The Presence of God is EXPERIENCED    (v14a) 

 John 1:14 contains seven major Christian doctrinal truths 
 The Doctrinal Truth of Incarnation (the act of being made flesh) 
 The Doctrinal Truth of Divine Immanence (God with us) 
Application God wants to dwell among and in us through His Son, Jesus. In 
Christ, we may know God personally. Jesus Himself is the meeting place between 
God and man.  

Action Step All that God needed to communicate to us has already been revealed in 
His Word. All we need to do is believe; ask Jesus to help us with our unbelief. 
Appeal Don’t fall for any religion and religious practices. You don’t have to do any-
thing to meet God. He came down to tell us what we must do: believe, and live for Him.
